   *Think you may have a leaking hub?
  It has been noted that on the first few trips the excess grease can work its way the back side of the hub,  
  making a mess on the wheel. We have confirmed with CE Smith, to whom we sent an axle showing this 
  issue in the past, that there is no concern with the hub or seals at all. It is simply an over packed hub, no  
  damage to any parts within. We have seen this several times over the years but felt we may have
  misdiagnosed the problem. We did not and it is not a problem at all. If this incident occurs, it is not a  
  cause to worry. Again, as we have always stated, CE Smith packs those hubs full of grease to ensure
  no initial maintenance is needed. Both Malone and CE Smith stand behind this.
 

We also received feedback from another consumer to whom we passed this information onto:
 “I figured this might be the situation as during a 1,200 mile drive to Colorado the hubs never overheated.  

  I checked them every stop with an infrared thermometer. “
